MASS STAR's investment
objectives are to provide as high a level of current
income as is consistent with maintaining liquidity
and stability of principal and to maintain a stable net
asset value (NAV) of $1.00 per share. The pool is
designed as an investment vehicle for bond
proceeds of organizations that borrow through the
Massachusetts Development Finance Agency, such
as health and higher education institutions, and for
funds of the agency.

Management

The MASS STAR Portfolio is managed by PFM
Asset Management LLC (PFMAM), a subsidiary of
U.S. Bancorp Asset Management, Inc. through
acquisition as of December 7, 2021. As the fund's
investment adviser and administrator, PFMAM is
responsible for the purchase and sale of all portfolio
assets. PFMAM is registered with the SEC under
the Investment Advisers Act of 1940 and specializes
in creating investment strategies and managing
funds for public sector, not-for-profit and other
institutional clients.

Repurchase agreements are entered into
with highly creditworthy counterparties and
generally make up no more than 30% of pool
assets. The fund manager intends to comply with
guidelines similar to those mandated for money-
market funds that comply with Rule 2a-7 of the
Investment Company Act of 1940. These guidelines
are consistent with Massachusetts regulations
governing the investment of public funds. PFMAM
uses drawdown schedules prepared by MASS
STAR participants to help anticipate liquidity needs.
The fund maintains a weighted average maturity to
reset (WAM(R)) of 60 days or less.
